Access and Mobility Guide

This Mobility Map is designed to assist people 
with a disability to navigate Fairfield Shopping 
Centre.

The map identifies key access features such 
as toilets, car parking, taxi ranks, bus stops, 
railway stations, telephones, public toilets, steep 
gradients, and pedestrian crossing points.

There are five mobility maps in total, covering 
the shopping centres of Preston Central, 
Broadway Reservoir, Reservoir Village, Fairfield 
Village and Northcote.

Fairfield Shopping Centre
The Fairfield Shopping Centre is located in 
Station Street Fairfield adjacent to Fairfield 
Railway Station. It comprises some 120 
businesses including three small supermarkets 
and a full range of daily convenience shopping 
including a community centre, library and post 
office. Additionally it has a significant number 
of cafes, restaurants and specialty clothing and 
giftware shops.
