Access and Mobility Guide

This Mobility Map is designed to assist people 
with a disability or mobility difficulties to navigate 
Preston Central Shopping Centre.

The map identifies key access features such 
as toilets, car parking, taxi ranks, bus stops, 
railway stations, telephones, public toilets, steep 
gradients, and pedestrian crossing points.

There are five mobility maps in total, covering 
the shopping centres of Preston Central, 
Broadway Reservoir, Reservoir Village, Fairfield 
Village and Northcote.

Preston Central  
Shopping Centre
Preston Central is located on High Street 
between Murray Road and David Street and 
extends along Gower Street to the east and to 
St Georges Road in the west including Preston 
Railway Station.

Preston Central incorporates the Preston 
Market (with 130 food and retail stalls), two 
supermarkets, community and civic services 
including Darebin Municipal Offices, Centrelink, 
Spectrum Migrant Resource Centre, Preston 
Police Station as well as Preston City Oval and 
Northern Metropolitan Institute of Tafe (NMIT). 
With over 200 speciality shops and services in 
and around High Street, it provides for weekly 
and daily convenience shopping needs including 
a full range of banks, Post Office, and a range of 
cafes, restaurants and professional services.
